SITUATION

PARTICULARS OF SALE 
 
The land is a block of land that has been in arable rotation for many years with the eastern boundary being the 
Keynor Rife.   
 
There are two access points, one being off Keynor Lane and the other is off Chalk Lane.  It is suggested that the 
land could be split into two, both with an independent access. 
 
The soils are Newchurch Series which are described as a deep, stoneless, calcareous clay/silty soil often 
affected by ground water.  The land is classed as Grade 3 under the Agricultural Land Classification. 
 
The land has been registered with the Rural Payments Agency and the relevant number of entitlements will be 
transferred within the purchase price which will enable the purchaser once registered, to claim an annual Single 
Farm Payment. 
 
None of the land has been entered into an Entry Level or Higher Level Scheme.
